Radel® R-5100 BK937 complies with the new “evaluation criteria for plastics and other organic 
materials in contact with drinking water” (KTW-BWGL) issued by the German Federal 
Environmental Agency (UBA).  Radel® R-5100 BK937 conforms to the requirements according 
to KTW-BWGL (DIN EN 12873-1:2014-09 and DIN EN 1420:2016-05) specifications. The test 
specimen meet the physical/chemical requirements for the category “Containers and tanks (P1) 
in drinking water installations including repair systems in cold water and hot water contact (23
